LI3 endeavors to create a community in which all people who live, work, study or play in Littleton, Colorado, feel that they belong and can contribute.

How Funds are Used
The Littleton Immigrant Integration Initiative (LI3) has a “One Immigrant at a Time” program that assists documented immigrants with small grants that can help raise the immigrant family’s standard of living and connection to and involvement in the community.

After a detailed application and screening process, documented immigrants, refugees and asylees may receive support for such things as:

· Citizenship application & processing fees

· Tuition and/or materials for English classes

· GED preparation and testing

· Professional licensing and/or tools

Definitions
Documented Immigrant:  Persons who immigrate into the a country with the intention of staying and living in that country.

Refugee:  Persons who are outside the United States and who cannot return to their country because of fear of prosecution. 
Asylee:  Asylum is the status given to people who have left their country because they have been or may be persecuted for their political beliefs, race, nationality or membership in a social religious group, and who apply for protection while they are at the border or physically in the United States.
Community Connections
Since its founding as a nonprofit 501(c)3 in 2009, the Littleton Immigrant Integration Initiative (LI3) has established a community board that includes representatives from Arapahoe Community College, the City of Littleton’s Bemis Public Library, First Bank, Spring International Language Center, the faith community and community members at large.
Funds to support local immigrant and refugee programs and the Initiative’s “Changing the Lives of Documented Immigrants One Person at a Time” program are being raised from activities such as “Restaurant Days”, wine tastings and from local businesses and individual donors.  
Business procedures and financial safeguards have been established, insurance has been purchased, and application forms for the “One Person at a Time” program have been developed.  Strategic planning is under way to enlarge the Initiative’s Board, provide Board training, and to approach additional business donors and foundations for funding.  
2011 - 2014 Goals and Measurements
Outcome Objective #1:  Establish a strong core of donors and partners to ensure the visibility and 
stability of LI3.

Outcome Objective #2:  Raise a minimum of $25,000 to fund the mission and vision of the LI3 
organization.

Outcome Objective #3:  Implement LI3’s grant application procedure to ensure consistency and fairness 
in the distribution of funds.

History
The original Littleton Immigrant Integration Initiative was founded in 2003 to encourage the integration of newcomers from around the world into the Littleton community and to develop an understanding of immigrant cultures by the longer-term residents of our community. From 2004 to 2009, an Information Center supported by a grant from the Colorado Trust was housed in Bemis Public Library. In 2009, when grant funding ended, the City of Littleton absorbed the Information Center, now called the Littleton Immigrant Resource Center.  

The original initiative also had a major health component that provided immigrants and refugees with wellness information and helped connect them with health services. It also brought together health, mental health and dental health providers in the Littleton area who serve low-income people to share information. The health portion of the original initiative has become the nonprofit South Metro Health Alliance, serving immigrants, refugees and low-income people in Arapahoe and Douglas counties (excluding Aurora, which has its own program).

The Littleton Immigrant Integration Initiative (LI3) was then formed as a non-profit 501c3 organization in November 2009 to continue efforts to develop support for Littleton’s immigrants.  While the organization endeavors to help all foreign-born persons needing help, financial assistance is reserved for documented immigrants, refugees and asylees.

· From 2000 to 2003, the percentage of foreign-born Littleton residents increased from 5.7% to 8.6%.
